STGCSA chooses
Ieadership team for 2012

Texas Golf Course Superinten-
dents Association has spoken.
The Chapter's election of offi-
cers and Board of Directors took
place during the STGCSA's
2011 Annual Meeting, held
Nov. 8 at Raven Nest Golf
Club.

Mark Haven was elected pres-
ident for 2012, Sean Wilson,
CGCS, was elected vice-presi-
dent, and Blayne Sparks was Mark Haven
chosen as the Chapter's secre-
tary/treasurer.
