We all know the high priority American golfers
place on bunkers today and that golf courses strive
for bunker perfection. Or, as the term goes, “consistency.”

I refer you to my article in the March/April 2009 issue of
Green Section Record. The article dealt with the word “con-
sistency,” and was written as a tool to give to golfers and
post in locker rooms to help players understand that the
term “consistency” is not the proper word as applied to
achieving quality bunker conditions.

One of the new topics in the search for “the perfect
bunker” is the use of manufactured bunker sand, which is
simply a crushed rock product that is much more angular
and thus produces a firmer and more uniform surface when
properly graded.

Manufactured sands are developed when coarse sand or
rock is processed in a mechanical crusher. These units are

very expensive and the production is slow. Their availability
is still limited and the cost of sand is driven up because of the
slow production. Generally speaking, the manufactured sands are
usually about twice as expensive as mined sand, and that does not
include shipping costs.

It is very difficult to tell the difference between manufactured
sand and mined sand upon visual inspection, as both are angular
and sharp edged (as compared to river sand, in which the particles
are more smooth and round).

Manufactured sands are not only angular but have a very wide
particle distribution curve. These characteristics help the sand firm
up very quickly in the field and thus produce the firmer and more
uniform surfaces golfers tend to prefer. Plants having the manufac-
tured sand capability can screen the coarse and fine materials out to
produce a properly blended, uniform distribution, creating very
positive playing and management conditions.

Using manufactured sand does not necessarily mean the per-
formance will necessarily be perfect. It is important from the
buyer’s standpoint to perform your due diligence in sampling and

testing to make sure you understand the product’s characteristics
and performance.

This is best done by sending a sample to an accredited lab for
analysis (as should be done with any bunker sand). It is also
important to keep in mind that manufactured sand, like any other
sand, will not be well-liked by a percentage of golfers, returning
you to the vicious cycle of proper sand selection to meet the
desires of the golfers.

There is no right or wrong decision, of course. It is simply a
matter of preference, and that is exactly why there has been such
debate on proper sand selection. If golfers would simply take les-
sons from a golf pro to learn how to play out of bunkers, their
tendency to place blame on bunker conditions would be greatly
reduced.

It is frustrating for me (and I know for all superintendents) to
hear perfectly maintained bunkers criticized as being of poor quali-
ty or “inconsistent.”

Out of Bounds:
Controlling the
invasive Chinese Tallow

Many golf courses in the Houston
area have at least a few Chinese Tal-
low, Triadica sebiferum, trees in their
out-of-play areas.

The Texas Administrative Code (Title 4, Part 1, Chapter 19)
lists the Chinese Tallow as an invasive plant. This invasive tree
species out-competes native vegetation for resources (e.g. space,
light, water, etc.). As native plants are displaced, so too is the
wildlife that depends on the vegetation. If left unmanaged, an area

can develop into a monoculture of Chinese Tallow trees.

The most practical means for controlling Chinese Tallow trees
on golf courses is with the use of herbicides. Effective herbicides
for Chinese Tallow contain triclopyr (e.g. Garlon 3A Ultra,
Pathfinder II, Brush-B-Gon) or imazapyr (e.g. Arsenal). Multiple
application methods are possible and are listed below:

* Foliar applications can be made from late spring to early fall
while the plant is actively growing.
O J D AY * Basal applications are effective for young sapling size trees.
The tree should be treated at least one foot in length and on two
sides of the trunk. The herbicide should be mixed with a basal oil

That said, there are seven factors to be evaluated in the bunker
sand selection process. They are:
e Particle size e Particle shape.
* Chemical reaction in hardness.
e Infiltration rate * Color.
e Crusting potential * Overall playing quality.
Manufactured sand has shown greater resistance to wind erosion
even as it dries, and that is especially helpful in our part of the
country. Manufactured sands do bring a new twist to considering
bunker sand materials for golf courses. In general, they have been
excellent performing materials, but it is still critical to have them
properly tested to make sure the particle distribution will meet
your performance criteria.
