GCSA A’; WOTUS Rule Stopped Nationwide

On Friday, October 9, the U.S. Court of Appeals for the 6th Circuit has stayed the implementation of the EPA and Army
Corps’ of Engineers Clean Water Rule (otherwise known as “WOTUS”). The effect of the decision is to put the rule on
hold nationwide.

As we have noted previously, legal activity has occurred simultaneously at the district and appellate court level on the
validity of the WOTUS rule. The decision by the 6" Circuit does not change that. It does however stop — at least tem-
porarily - any further implementation of the WOTUS rule until a final decision on its merits. In this latest filing, 18 states
including OH, MI, TN, OK, TX, LA, MS, GA, WV, AL, FL, IN, KS, KY, NC, SC, UT and WI petitioned the 6" Circuit for a
nationwide stay of the rule, citing the need to preserve the status quo as the merits of the rule are decided.

In their petition the states contend:

1) The Rule’s treatment of tributaries, “adjacent waters”, and waters having a “significant nexus” to navigable waters is
at odds with the Supreme Court ruling in Rapanos, where the Court vacated the Sixth Circuit’s upholding of wetlands
regulation by the Army Corps of Engineers.

2) It is far from clear that the new Rule’s distance limitations are harmonious with the instruction.
3) The rulemaking process by which the distance limitations were adopted is facially suspect.

4) The proposed rule did not include any proposed distance limitations in its use of terms like “adjacent waters” and
significant nexus.

In deciding on granting the stay, the Court concluded “the petitioners have demonstrated a substantial possibility of
success on the merits of the case”. (Page 4 of decision) The order offered the following reasons for issuing the na-
tionwide stay:

(1) the likelihood that the party seeking the stay will prevail on the merits of the appeal;

)
(2) the likelihood that the moving party will be irreparably harmed absent a stay;
(3) the prospect that others will be harmed if the court grants the stay; and

(4) the public interest in granting the stay.

The 6™ Circuit ultimately made its decision on this fact:

"What is of greater concern to us, in balancing the harms, is the burden—potentially visited nationwide on governmen-
tal bodies, state and federal, as well as private parties—and the impact on the public in general, implicated by the
Rule’s effective redrawing of jurisdictional lines over certain of the nation’s waters. Given that the definitions of
“navigable waters” and “waters of the United States” have been clouded by uncertainty, in spite of or exacerbated by) a
series of Supreme Court decisions over the last thirty years, we appreciate the need for the new Rule. In one sense,
the clarification that the new Rule strives to achieve is long overdue. We also accept that respondent agencies have
conscientiously endeavored, within their technical expertise and experience, and based on reliable peer-reviewed sci-
ence, to promulgate new standards to protect water quality that conform to the Supreme Court’s guidance. Yet, the
sheer breadth of the ripple effects caused by the Rule’s definitional changes counsels strongly in favor of maintaining
the status quo for the time being." (Page 5-6 of decision)

The GCSAA will continue to monitor the legal developments impacting the Clean Water Rule and update our members
on gcsaa.org. We will also continue to push for passage of legislation in Congress to stop the rule. Please use our S.
1140 action alert to help support this effort.

Influence of temperature on fungicide persistence

When fungicides fail, could it be the temperature’s fault?

Paul L. Koch, Ph.D., and James P. Kerns, Ph.D.

For most superintendents, fungal diseases are the
primary pest at their facilities. Despite frequent
fungicide applications, certain turfgrass diseases
such as dollar spot and anthracnose are still com-
monly observed, especially during hot and humid
conditions. Dr. Rick Latin from Purdue University
has identified three primary factors that affect fun-
gicide performance in a turfgrass system (7). The
first factor is disease pressure, which encompasses
several factors relating to the aggressiveness of the
pathogen, amount of pathogen inoculum and the
susceptibility of the host. The second factor is fun-

Temperature is a critical environmental factor for
the initiation of turfgrass disease. However, tem-
perature may affect not only the activity of the
pathogen and the host, but also the persistence of
fungicides applied to protect the turf. Of the six
processes affecting fungicide depletion on
turfgrass, four — volatilization, plant uptake, biotic
degradation and abiotic degradation — are directly
or indirectly influenced by temperature (9). Re-

creeping bentgrass leaves (3,4,10).
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These conflicting reports make it difficult to determine the primary agents of fungicide depletion and whether that depletion is influenced by tempera-
ture. During the growing season, the most common fungicide reapplication strategy is based on the fungicide manufacturer’s label recommendations,
often at intervals ranging from seven to 28 days, depending on the fungicide’s phytomobility (7). However, these recommendations do not vary based
on environmental conditions such as temperature. Measuring the disappearance of fungicides at varying temperatures may show varied depletion
rates, and may explain why reducing the reapplication interval and increasing the application rate is an effective means for managing disease during
hot and humid conditions. Conversely, if fungicide depletion is reduced at lower temperatures, then reapplication intervals may be able to be extend-
ed beyond the interval recommended on the fungicide label.

The primary objective of this experiment was to measure the concentration of the fungicides chlorothalonil and iprodione at 50 F (10 C), 68 F (20 C)
and 86 F (30 C) at weekly intervals for four to five weeks following application. We hypothesized that depletion of both fungicides would be greater at
higher temperatures.

Materials and methods

Fungicide concentration was measured using SmartAssay ELISA kits
from Horiba Ltd. in Kyoto, Japan.

Fungicides were applied to Penncross creeping bentgrass (Agrostis stolonifera) maintained at 0.5 inch (1.3 centimeters) at the O.J. Noer Turfgrass Re-
search Facility in Madison, Wis. The four fungicide treatments were a non-treated control, iprodione (Chipco 26GT, Bayer), chlorothalonil (Daconil
WeatherStik, Syngenta), and a tank mixture of both fungicides; the three temperature treatments were 50 F, 68 F and 86 F. The experimental design
was a randomized complete block with four replications, and fungicides were applied on June 22, 2010; June 14, 2011; and Aug. 2, 2011. Daconil
WeatherStik was applied at a rate of 5.5 fluid ounces/1,000 square feet (1.59 milliliters/square meter) and Chipco 26GT was applied at a rate of 4.0
fluid ounces/1,000 square feet (1.27 milliliters/square meter). All fungicides were applied in 2.0 gallons of water/1,000 square feet (981.49 milliliters/
square meter) and at a nozzle pressure of 40 p.s.i using a CO2-pressurized boom sprayer equipped with two XR Teejet 8004 VS nozzles.

Approximately one hour after application, 18 2-inch (5-centimeter) diameter cores were taken from each 3-foot x 10-foot plot. An equal number of
cores from each plot was then placed in each of three growth chambers (50 F, 68 F or 86 F) on the University of Wisconsin-Madison campus. Tempera-
ture was held constant in each growth chamber, and the root zone of each core was kept in 0.5 inch (1.7 centimeters) of water to keep plants hydrat-
ed. Each core was then kept in its respective growth chamber for zero, seven, 14 or 21 days in 2010. Click here to see graphs and charts
